The 
basis for Jarrett’s foundation, in fact, is 
rooted in another great lesson his parents 
taught him - that no one of us is no better 
than the next. We are more similar than we 
are different.

Mooseheart Child City & School  
(www.mooseheart.org) is a community 
and school for children and teens in 
need, supported by the Moose fraternal 
organization. Founded by the Moose in 
1913 and situated on a beautiful 1,000-
acre campus 38 miles west of Chicago, 
Mooseheart cares for youth whose families 
are unable, for a wide variety of reasons, to 
care for them. Some have lost one or both 
parents; others are living in environments 
that are simply not conductive to healthy 
growth and development.

Mooseheart features roughly 30 homes, 
each designed like a spacious, well-
appointed single-family home, in which 
children and teens live in groups of six 
to ten, under the care of trained and 
compassionate Family Teachers.
